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In order to ensure the integrity of
riparian habitat, and its continuity from the
sea to the highlands, the GA of RSPO RT3
endorses the principle that at least 1 km on
each side of mgjor rivers be allocated as
conservation forest. For those who are
agreeable to this proposal, their land will be
secured and they will be adequately
compensated.
